1. A registration fee will cover all basic expenses of the course, including food, lodging in the park from lunch on January 9 until lunch on January 16, 2020. Fees: graduate students $220000 Chilean pesos (about US$324); nonstudents $350000 Chilean pesos (about US$515).  Additional dinners cost $7000 pesos each. Additional lodging costs $20.000/day (including breakfast)
2. Lodging: student will sleep in bunk beds within the park. Bring sleeping bags. If any participant requires special food, please contact Luis Corcuera by email (luis.corcuera@parquekatalapi.cl) stating your special requirements (ie, vegetarian, diabetic, etc...).

3. Weather and clothing: January is Summer time in Chile. Nonetheless, daily temperatures usually oscillate between 10/20°C (min/max). Bring medium-warm clothing, but also be prepared for hot days. It may also rain.
